In recognition of his faithful service to and efforts on behalf of the BCCI including his commitment of time and resources, John Miner is posthumously inducted into the Buck Collectors Club Hall of Fame.  As a member of the BCCI Advisory Board, John stood firm to support what was in the best interests of the club.  His zeal to promote the collection and display of Buck knives was evident for all to see while his continued quest for knowledge about the knives he collected edified other collectors who learned from him.  All of these factors make the induction of John Miner into the BCCI Hall of Fame an obvious choice.

John Miner was an advisory board member of the BCCI who greatly contributed to the success of the club.  Starting in his early days as a club member, John faithfully brought his varied displays of Buck Knives from upstate New York to the Ohio NKCA and Blade Shows.  As his knowledge increased, John also upgraded his displays – ultimately winning the highest display awards.  John was also eager to share his knowledge with club members and show patrons.  As he interacted with people, it was obvious that John had a great zeal for the hobby of collecting and displaying Buck knives.  He enjoyed talking about the various intricacies of the knives in his display and was able to impact many show patrons in a positive way.

Others took note of John’s drive and he was elected to the BCCI Advisory Board in 1999.  John faithfully served the club in this role until his untimely death on January 28, 2004.  Those who knew and worked with John knew him to be a man of principle – one who stood strongly with the club’s best interests at the top of his priority list.  He refused to be pressured into voting against his convictions and his integrity could be seen by all.
John would be the first to tell you that his earliest displays were long on good information and filled with great knives but lacked a bit in aesthetics.  To his credit, he readily adapted suggestions on how to add “eye appeal” to his already informative displays.  It was not long until his displays began to win awards.  John’s humble acceptance of constructive criticism provided still another glimpse into his inner character.
